In the woodturning spectrum, the difference between finishing
techniques and outcomes varies widely. Jeff Hornung ‘s technique
involving turning, texturing and finishing the worked surfaces is a
great example . Jeff easily completed a bowl from a maple blank
during the February Atlanta Woodturners Guid club meeting where
the result may have been mistaken for a piece of glazed pottery.
Jeff used the technique he developed and displayed in his DVD
“Morocco Blue with Jeffrey Hornung”. Here’s some photos from the
club meeting.
